The PIRHL Scholarship is intended to provide financial support to high school seniors who have achieved exemplary academic performance, shown a commitment to community service, and have demonstrated the values of sportsmanship promoted by the PIRHL. 
Scholarship Criteria and Information
The PIRHL Scholarship recipients will be selected annually, as funding permits, by the PIRHL Independent Scholarship Committee, after review of application material. 

1. Awards may be made to graduating high school seniors who are actively in good standing in the PIRHL and who are playoff eligible, (and in good standing at the end of the playoffs).
2. The candidate must be planning to attend a two or four year accredited institution of higher education no later than the Fall 2012 academic year, as a full time student. Candidates are required to submit the name of the institution, a copy of the acceptance letter, and planned area of study in the application.

3. Candidates must have a documented minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0/4.0.and must submit an official transcript.

4. Applicants must submit a record of community service activities with names of the institutions served, dates of service, number of hours dedicated, and names of supervisors.

5. Applicants are required to submit a written essay of no more than 250 words discussing “What the applicant learned in his/her participation in the PIRHL which will assist them most in their future studies”.
6. A completed application form with all supporting documentation must be postmarked by March 1, 2012 and received within one week. No late applications or parts of the application packet will be accepted.
7. Students must submit an application and all required information by the deadline. Recipients will be notified by phone call or letter no later than April 2, 2012. Award winners will also be posted on the PIRHL website.

8. The award is intended to be used for academic purposes such as tuition, fees, room, board, and/or books. It is a one time award.
9. The PIRHL Scholarship Committee reserves the right to determine if an award (s) will be given.

10. Scholarship funds are payable to the recipient(s). Exceptions to this policy can be made by decision of the PIRHL based upon individual circumstances.

11. Relatives of the current PIRHL Board members are ineligible.

12. Scholarship recipient selection(s) will be made without regard to race, age, gender, religion, political beliefs, or any other factor, which could constitute unfair or illegal discrimination.

13. Applicants must plan to attend a two or four year accredited institution of higher education in the U.S. during the duration of the scholarship year.

14. Decisions of the PIRHL Board are final in all matters related to the above practices.
